Ways to Grow your Faith this week:
On Saturday we celebrate the Feast of the Dedication of the Basilicas of

Saints Peter and Paul. What is this about?

“Today, the Church celebrates the dedication of two of those basilicas: Saint Peter’s on
Vatican Hill and Saint Paul Outside the Walls.

The foundation of these two churches goes back to the first century when Peter and Paul
shed their blood and were buried where the basilicas stand today. In 64, a great fire
destroyed much of the city of Rome. Many historians believe Emperor Nero set the fires
himself so he could have an excuse to rebuild portions of the city as he desired. Nero
blamed the fire on the Christians and implemented the first organized persecution of
Christians in the Roman Empire. Among the many who were arrested and martyred
were Saints Peter and Paul.”
